Closed loop recycling 
One of these employees is Dr. Frank Toubartz, Managing Director of Clarios Recycling GmbH in Krautscheid, Germany. He describes how Clarios has recycled lead-acid batteries at the site for over a century, to produce new batteries from the recycled lead. “With this we close the raw material cycle”, says Toubartz. This saves natural resources, protects the environment, reduces the consumption of energy for the production of metal, and reduces our CO2-footprint.“

Almost completely closed loop recycling forms an essential part of the Clarios sustainability initiatives. Because of this, the company can collect more than 98% of used lead-acid vehicle batteries in Europe and recycle most of their materials. Throughout the world, Clarios recycles almost 8,000 vehicle batteries per hour and returns the materials to the production cycle.
“And we try to become a little better every day”, states Dr. Christian Rosenkranz, Vice President Industry and Governmental Relations EMEA at Clarios. For example, the company has recently taken over the Spanish battery recycling company MEMESA in order to further expand its capacities in this field. This not only saves resources, but also reduces dependency on raw material suppliers outside of Europe.

In the new brochure, Clarios illustrates its concept for the sustainable treatment of climate, resources, employees, and society as a whole. The company has committed itself to the United Nations Global Compact and ten sustainability principles, ensures compliance with human rights along the entire supply chain, and implements stringent environmental standards in its factories. The company’s recent Sustainability Report provides further information about the Clarios approach to sustainability.
